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Competition Details       
The PRO-PLAYER QSF Cup is a Queensland schools 12, 14 & 16 Years boys and girls Futsal tournament organized by the QSF committee open to all schools in Queensland. 
Teams of all abilities compete against each other on day 1 and depending on results are then placed into a “Champions” and “Shield” competition in Day 2 where teams play against teams of similar abilities to play for two separate trophies and gold, silver and bronze medallions. All QSF Cup teams are then invited to participate in the “Australian Schools Cup” in term 4 at the Gold Coast which will incorporates interstate and New Zealand champions school teams. 
The QSF Cup provides the opportunity for all schools to participate and compete against other schools within their district, region, state and country. 
Although the QSF Cup is open to all schools in the state, due to time and venue constraints, a restricted number teams nominating in each division can be accepted. (Schools may be asked to play qualifying matches be placed on waiting lists.)

14 Years – Monday 21st & Tuesday 22nd June (Last week of Term 2)
12 Years – Monday 13th & 14th September (Last week of Term 3)

AGE GROUPS:   Boys and Girls   
16 Years (Students cannot turn 17 or older in 2027)
14 Years (Students cannot turn 15 or older in 2027)
12 Years (Students cannot turn 13 or older in 2027)
Note: Girls may not play in the Boys divisions except in the 12 Years division where the school cannot enter a girls’ team.
TOURNAMENT FORMATS
The Cup Tournaments will be run as either a 1 or 2 Day tournament depending on the number of nominations.
[bookmark: _Hlk205118886]2 Day QSF Cup Format (16 teams)
[bookmark: _Hlk178936177]Once nominations are finalized, the 16 teams will be randomly placed in Four Pools of 4 teams.
[bookmark: _Hlk178936133]On Day 1 each team in their respective pools will play each other once. On Day 2 the first and second placed teams from the Day 1 pools will then compete in the “Cup” competition. Teams finishing third and fourth in Day 1 Pools will compete in the "Shield" competition.
On Day 2, the 8 teams in the “Cup” competition will play cross over quarter finals. Winners will proceed to the Cup semifinals and losers will play consolation playoffs. Semi Final winners will proceed to the Cup Grand Final, and losers will play in the playoff for 3rd and 4th positions. All teams will play 3 matches on Day 2.
The teams that finish third and fourth in their respective Day 1 Pools will play off for the “QSF -Shield’ competition on Day 2 in the same format as the Cup competition.
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2 Day QSF Cup Format (16 teams) – Sample Draw

If insufficient nominations are received to construct a 16 team draw, then the first 12 nominated teams that have paid the nomination fee will be accepted into a 12 team draw.
Once nominations are finalized, the 12 teams will be randomly placed in Two Pools of 6 teams.
Each team in the 6 team pools will play 5 round matches at the completion of the round matches will be placed in order according to

On Day 1 and the beginning of Day 2 each team in their respective pools will play each other once. Once the round matches are completed on Day 2 the top 3 teams in each pool will then compete in the “Cup” competition. Teams finishing fourth, fifth & sixth will compete in the "Shield" competition.
The 6 teams in the “Cup” competition will play elimination finals, semifinals and Grand Finals. Winners will proceed to the Cup semifinals losers will play bronze medal consolation playoffs.
The 6 teams in the “Shield” competition will play in the same format as the Cup competition.

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1 Day QSF Cup Format (8 teams)
Once nominations are finalized, the 8 teams will be randomly placed in 2 Pools of 4 teams. 
Each team in their respective pools will play each other once. At the end of Round matches the first and second placed teams from the 2 pools will then compete in the “Cup” competition. Teams finishing third and fourth in the Pools will compete in the "Shield" competition.
The 4 teams in the “Cup” competition will play cross over Semi Finals. The Semi Final winners will proceed to the Cup Grand Final, and losers will play in the playoffs for 3rd and 4th positions. 
The teams that finish third and fourth in their respective Pools will play off for the QSF “Shield’ in the same format as the Cup competition.
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NOMINATIONS
[bookmark: _Hlk178876477]Nomination forms are available on the QSF website and will close at the end of Week 10, Term 1, 2027. 
The QSF Cups will have maximum of 16 Boys and 16 Girls teams, so schools nominating after the competition limits have been filled, will be placed on "Reserve" lists. 
Competition Invoices will be sent in Week 1, Term 2 & Term 3, 2026 and nominations will then be finalised after nomination fees have been paid.
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DRAWS
[bookmark: _Hlk178854098]The Draws for the QSF Cups (after nominations have been finalised) will take place at the Term 2 QSF Committee “Online - Microsoft teams” meeting in Week 2, Term 2 2027, and then made available on the QSF Website.
Procedures and Rules
	1.
	Each game shall consist of two periods of 20 minutes with 5 min half time break

	2.
	Normal "FIFA" Futsal rules will apply to all matches (except that the clock will not be stopped every time the ball goes out of play and restarted when play resumes)

	3.
	Teams are entitled to a one-minute time-out in each period. A team that does not request a time out in the first half of the match is only entitled to one time-out during the second half. Time outs can be taken at any time during both halves. The clock will stop for all timeouts. In the last 2 minutes of the match, if referees believe teams are wasting time intentionally, they have the right to stop the clock. 

	4.
	A maximum of 10 players are allowed in each team on match day. (School squads can have a maximum of 24 players.) 
All 10 players can be used in unlimited interchange.  All substitutions are to be Rolling substitutions. Substitutions may be made at any time, whether the ball is in play or not, but only in the specially demarcated substitution zones. (G/K's should only be substituted during a stoppage in play). 

	5.
	Yellow Cards - Two yellow cards in the same game will mean the player is sent from the field an automatic suspension for next game plus any punishment meted by Disputes committee. Two yellow cards awarded in separate matches will also mean suspension of one match.
Red cards - Sent off and automatic suspension for next game plus any punishment meted by the Disputes committee. 
(Dispute committee will be the gala day convenors and the referee coordinator)

	6.
	All players must wear non marking soled shoes, shin pads covered by long socks and matching numbered shirts and shorts (except goalkeepers). (referees can prevent players entering the court if not dressed correctly)  
 If there is a clash of colors, it is the "HOME" teams (first named on the draw) responsibility to have an alternate strip or wear bibs.

	7.
	Home teams will run left to right of the team benches and kick off all matches.

	8.
	Any Team not on court 5 mins after the scheduled kick off time will start with a 2-goal deficit. ie., 2 goals will automatically be awarded to the opposition. If there are circumstances out of the team’s control, then the match time will be reduced to allow a result

	9. 
	Positions in pools will be determined by Points / GD/ GF / R&Y Cards / Result of the rounds match/ then either a 3 Penalty shootout if time permits or “flip” of a coin. 
If a match is drawn at full time in a Quarter Final, Semi Final or Grand Final there will be two periods of 5 minutes extra time with no intervals or time outs, then FFA rules of penalty kicks to decide the winner. There are no time outs in “extra time” 

	10. 
	There will be a “10 Goal Max Goal difference for all results ie., a 16–1 result will be entered as 11-1.

Tournament Format: -
The ASF Cup 14 & 16 Years Division will run over 5 days with a rest day on Day 4 for both 14 year & 16 Years Divisions.
Once nominations are finalized, the sixteen schools in each division will be randomly placed in 2 pools of 8 teams. 
On Days 1- 3 each team in their respective pools will play each other once. At the end of the Pool round matches the top 4 teams from each pool will compete in the “CUP” competition. 
Teams that finish fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth in their respective Pools will play off for the “Shield’ competition. 
On Day 5, the 8 teams in each of the “Cup” and “Shield” Pools will play crossover knockout Quarter finals with the winners advancing to the Semifinals.  
Semifinals winners will advance to the Cup or Shield Grand Final. Third and Fourth teams will play consolation finals for positions.
