 Central Conference – Weekly Match Procedures
OVERVIEW:  

The "Veto Sports - Schools Futsal League" is a 16 years and 14 years Boys and Girls weekly (Central
Conference) and Gala Day (Southern, Western and Northern Conferences) competition with

matches played throughout Semester 1 (16s) and Semester 2 (14s) organised by Queensland School 
Futsal with support from Football Queensland and sponsored by Veto Sports.
EXPECTATIONS
For the School Futsal League to be regarded as a successful high-quality competition, all players, coaches, administrators, parents and spectators must commit and work together to develop and continually strive to achieve the following aspects in all facets of the league

Commitment – it is expected that all schools will provide their best players for their school teams for every week’s competition and do their utmost to avoid forfeiting any matches throughout the season.

Professionalism – conduct procedures in a manner that will impress and inspire others by demonstrating the importance of the league on and off the court in regards to dress, language and general conversations with all that come in contact with the league and its aspects.

Behaviour – consistently display high levels of effort and standards on and off the court while hosting and visiting away venues. Courtesy and good manners must be present at all times.

Respect – create trust and understanding by showing regards for feelings, wishes, rights and traditions towards our own team mate, coaches and managers, opposition players, staff and officials, parents and spectators 
Coaching and development – always encourage each other to advance our skills and knowledge to the higher levels by a willingness to learn 
School rules conformance – we are to abide by our school and Queensland school sport rules and governances at all times
WEEKLY COMPETITION DETAILS
1. SQUADS - A squad list of maximum 24 players must be submitted before the commencement of the season but only 10 boys and 10 girls are allowed per team per match. (Squad lists may be updated at the beginning of each new Term)

2. UNIFORMS - All teams must have matching numbered shirts, shorts and socks. Team “home” and “away” strips with SFL logos can be purchased through “Veto sports” who are the SFL suppliers and sponsors. Coaches and managers are also encouraged to purchase SFL coach/manager Polos for the competition. 
3. MATCH TIMES – all weekly matches are to aim to kick off by (or before) 4.00 pm to 5pm but all teams should be given at least 10 - 15 mins preparation time before KO after arrival at the venue 

4. VENUES – all schools must supply at least one court or playing venue that complies with the details in the “Competition rules”. Venues are to provide toilet and change room facilities and all teams are to leave all facilities in respectable condition at the end of each match. It is encouraged to provide canteen facilities for each match

5. VENUE OFFICIAL – each school venue should supply a “venue official” in a clearly visible high visible vest whose duties are to welcome the visiting teams and be in charge of the venue proceedings
6. PRE-GAME CHECK INS - Pre-game check in procedures will begin 15 minutes prior to each match. The team must present the Venue official and present the Official Team Match card to the referee staff at game check-in. Any team using an ineligible player will forfeit all matches played and will be eliminated from the tournament. Players and coaches not certified by the SFL committee will not be allowed to participate. 

7. DRAW - Girls and Boys teams will travel and play against the same opposition where possible on the same match days weekly. If the host venue has only one court the venue manager will decide which game will be played first according to availability and readiness  
If two courts are available, both matches can proceed at times designated at the Venue managers discretion.
8. RESULTS & UPDATES - All match results, tables and general information can be found on the QSF website (queenslandschoolfutsal.com) and will be updated by the end of each week.
9. FORFEITS - If teams cannot play on the scheduled day, they must try to reschedule it for the same week or the previous or next scheduled week and must put requests in at least one fortnight before the date of the scheduled match to the convenor and the opposition. Otherwise forfeit the points.
10. REFEREES – Referees are to be organised by the host school. It is preferred that all referees are registered with Football Queensland, but in circumstances that this requirement is not available, then any “qualified” referees will be accepted with agreement from the visiting school.
11. MATCH TIMES - 20 min halves with 5 min halftime and one time out per team per half 
12. MATCH RULES - FFA international rules will apply to all matches. A hard copy of the rules should be present at every venue
13. MATCH BALLS - All Match balls will be provided by the Venue officials and should be “Summit Sports” supplied balls.
14. MATCH CARDS – Match cards are to be supplied by each team to the referees 15 mins before kick-off. Official SFL Match cards can be downloaded from the QSF website
15. TEAM OFFICIALS - There must be one registered teacher with all teams and non- registered teacher coaches or managers must possess blue cards.
16. PLAYING VENUES - The playing venues provided by each school should comply with the following aspects: -


* It must be rectangular with a min length of 25 m (max 42 metres) and Width 15 metres (max 25 m)


* All Touch lines, goal lines should be marked clearly. Halfway lines and a centre circle


* Goals must be 3m wide and 2 metres high with nets


* Penalty areas should be constructed with quarter circles 6m radius with a penalty and 

                 second penalty mark.


*Second Penalty Spot: 10 metres from goal-line and the centre of the goal


*Penalty Spot: 6 m from goal-line and centre of the goal and placed at the top of the penalty        area line.


*Substitution zones should be in front of the team benches and 5 metres in length


*A Referees desk should be placed at the halfway line 


*A scoreboard should be supplied if possible
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
